For the moment, at least, the Central Intelligenee Agency
must be the most discussed and exposed covert operation in
existence. As worldvicw noted editorially in its issue of Sep-
termnber 1963, “in spite of the public attention the C.LA. has
received we can assume that, like the iceherg, the greater
portion lies well below eve level.” This is undoubtedty still
trune—and as it should he. The disclosures do, however, raise
questions which will always trouble an open society: How
extensive and powerful shonld covert aperations he, and how
can proper limitations be set? Flow can one assess the value
of CLA. influence in, og., student organixtions. and how
can e assess the harm done when that influence is revealed?

These are central questions and deserve continuing thought
and discussion, But the recent disclosures about the CLA.
also peint up serious prohlems that exist quite apart from the
C.IA. For example, many of the groups that are presently
said to have received money from the C.LA, actually aceepted
it from non-governmental organizations (N.G.0Os) which
acted as conduits. And this use of N.G.0\'s by the C.LA. com-
plicates a problem that was already growing more complex
than any set of available responses: What is the proper role
of non-governmental organizations in our society? And, if
I'I'It‘.}f are inm‘easing]y important—as fhf!}-’ seem to he—how
and by whom are they to be financed?

Since the term “non-governmental ﬂrg:mizﬁtinn" is nsed

in differing contexts, any initial definition will he, to some

degree, arhitrary. A good working definition was offered by
the Camegie Corporation: the term “is arhitrarily limited to
those organizations that have a private and nonprofit status
hut are not universities, eolleges or schools, hospitals, fully
endowed foundations, or religious missions. 1t includes
scholarly, professional, educational, scientific, literary, and
cultoral associations; health, wellare, and community action
agencies; non-university research institutes; agencies provid-
ing overseas technical assistance; defense advisory organi-
zations; and agencies that have educational purponses but are
not part of the formal educational system.”
