“Together we will have 3.8 million people, 11 universities with 150,000 students
and many PhDs, so we will come up as an interesting place to locate your
European or Scandinavian HQ,” says Jensen. “That is what it’s all about.”

“Cities in general, and Copenhagen in particular, have become more recognised
and regarded as the primary territorial brands,” Clark says. “Copenhagen’s
leadership on the climate change and liveability agendas has made it a recognised
international brand.”

The two sides make a good fit. Denmark’s capital is overcrowded, corporate and
expensive, while Malma, Sweden’s third city across the water, has spare capacity,
is relatively cheap, and has more of an enterprise economy. But Swedes feel
somewhat ambiguous about being nominally subsumed by their Danish
neighbours.
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
