ABSTRACT The main aim of this paper is to show how multimodality, as it appears and functions in
modern societies, is connected with the concepts of life experience and metaphor. As a starting
point for the development of the proposed approach are the conclusions of three research projects
which were carried out in the past and examined multimodality and its reception by children and
adults alike. On the basis of this starting point and using as an ideological and methodological tool
the concept of “design”, I attempt to show how multimodality in contemporary western societies

shape a form of dominant discourse, the “multimodal discourse”.
